Slow Cooker Turkey Breast 

1  7-8 lb. Bone-in Turkey Breast  

5 T. Softened Butter 

1 (1 oz.) Envelope Dry Onion  

    Soup Mix 

1 Celery Stalk, cut in pieces 

1 Carrot, peeled & cut in pieces 

     1/4 Cup Chicken Broth       Black Pepper to taste 

Rinse the turkey breast and pat dry. Rub softened butter all over and under the skin. Rub 
the onion soup mix all over outside of the turkey and under the skin. Spray inside of the 
slow cooker with vegetable spray. Place carrots and celery into the bottom of slow cooker. 
Pour in chicken broth. Place the turkey into the slow cooker, on top of the vegetables. 
Cover, and cook on High for 1 hour, then set to Low, and cook for an additional 7-8 hours. 
Use a meat thermometer to make sure it is cooked to an internal temperature of 165°F. 
Remove to a platter and tent loosely with aluminum foil. Rest for at least 15 minutes    
before carving.
